We are Mathematicians

In Maths this term we will be finishing our unit on
Fractions. We will be learning to find fractions of
amounts and how to add/subtract fractions.

After this, we will be jumping into our unit on Time.
The children will learn to read analogue and digital
clocks to the nearest 5 minutes, and solve time
problems.

We are Historians
In History, Year 3 will be learning about European

Explorers (AD 1400 — 1500s) including John Cabot and

Christopher Columbus (among many other figures).
They will be exploring the impact of the ‘discovery of
America’ and the effects of invasion. Finally, they will

begin to learn about the features of the Aztec Empire

and its connections with Europe.

Our trip to The Matthew (week 4) will support our
learning as Historians.

We are Scientists
As Scientists this term, we will be learning all about
the human body. During the unit, the children will

learn about cells, the digestive system and taking care

of their bodies.
