We are Readers

The children have all been provided with new reading
records, they also have levelled reading books or reading
for pleasure books.

We will write our own imagined
‘prologue’, detailing where the
Iron Man came from and how he
ended up on the cliff. There will
also be opportunities to write a
setting description, poetry and a
newspaper report.
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We are Historians

In History we are learning
about the Viking and
Anglo-Saxon struggle for
the Kingdom of England,
up to the time of Edward
the Confessor (AD 789 —
AD 1066) .

We are going to continue
with our key question this
term is ‘How much do
artefacts help us to create
a picture of the past? Is
history biased?’.

We will be answering that
question by studying
primary sources such as
the Bayeux Tapestry,
Bede’s Chronicles and the
Domesday stone.

We are Mathematicians

We are Frome Vale Citizens

We will begin our
learning by focussing on
applying our
multiplication and
division skills, using our
knowledge of times
tables to use formal
written methods to
multiply 3 digit numbers.

We will move on to area,
understanding what it
means to find the area of
a shape and finding and
comparing area on a grid.

We will then move on to
learn about fractions,
focussing on spotting
common equivalent
fractions, adding and
subtracting fractions and
finding fractions of
amounts.

It’s really important that

12) during the course of this
academic year, so that they
are able to build their
fluency for long
multiplication and problem
solving and are ready for
the end of the year
statutory multiplication
assessment. We
recommend that you
practise on the TTRS
website for 10-15 minutes a
day.
