In Reception, we follow the
scheme Unlocking Letters
and Sounds. It aims to build
children’s speaking and
listening skills, as well as

learning to read by
developing this phonic
knowledge and skills.

Phonics is taught every day.
Alongside Phonics, the
children have many
opportunities to test their
new skills in reading and
writing.

This term the children will
continue with guided reading
groups with Miss Green.
Please ensure your child
brings their bookbag,
reading record and reading
books in everyday.

Unlocking
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Writing

During our writing this term the
children will confidently apply their
phase 2, phase 3 phonics and phase
4 phonics.
