. 3 medium bananas
EASY
. 1 cup dark or milk chocolate
. Toppings: Drizzle caramel, white chocolate, SERVES 4-6

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Method

1) Cut each banana crosswise into 6 pieces (about 3 cm). Insert a cocktail stick into each piece.

2)  Transfer to a grease proof paper-lined baking sheet.

3)  Freeze until completely firm, about 1 hour.

4)  Inamicrowave, melt chocolate and stir until smooth. Please be careful as hot chocolate can burn
5)  Dip frozen banana pieces in chocolate mixture, allow excess to drip off.

6)  Dip the coated banana into your toppings as desired and return to baking sheet.

7)  Freeze at least 30 minutes before serving. Yummy!
