In Term 1, our writing will be based around the non-fiction text £gyptology.. Over the
term, we will be writing a range of pieces where we innovate ideas in the text write
narrative inspired by the events described. In addition to this, we will be writing to
inform, through a non-chonological report about Ancient Egypt.

We are Mathematicians

In this term, we are going to be extending our understanding of number and place value. In this
unit, we are going to be reading, writing, comparing and ordering numbers to one
million. We will also be reading Roman numerals and working with negative =

numbers.
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In order to build and maintain number fluency, we will be consolidating our mental
and written arithmetic skills throughout the term in our Mathsmagicians sessions.

In this unit, we will learn about different types of force and how they affect
movement and matter, including gravity, friction (air resistance and water
resistance) and upthrust. In addition, we will explore the role of mechanisms
including levers, gears and pulleys in turning a smaller input force into a larger
output.
